In this talk Professor Cauchi 

emphasized the many talents of 

Sir Themistocles (Temi) Zammit 

(1864ï1935), who graduated as a 

medical officer and then 

specialised in laboratory 

medicine.  A personal friend of 

Louis Pasteur, Sir Temi was 

instrumental in finding the cause 

of the then rampant disease, 

unfortunately known as 'Malta 

fever', more recently as 

óMediterranean Fever' or 

óUndulant Feverô and, more 

correctly, 'Brucellosis'.   

This disease was common in Malta until the early 

20th century and in the time before antibiotics it 

caused many long term complications, with a high 

death rate of about 2%.  Sir Temi discovered a 

simple test to determine whether persons or animals 

were infected.  However, nobody knew how the 

disease was transmitted. At first it was thought to 

be transmitted via mosquito bites, like malaria.  Sir 

Temi showed that mosquitoes could transmit the 

disease to monkeys and even to humans!  However, 

he realised that goats were the main carriers of the 

bacteria, and transmitted 

them via bodily fluids 

and raw milk.   

At the time, thousands 

of goats roamed the 

cities and towns, and 

everybody drank goats' 

milk. The goat herds 

travelled from door to 

door and were milked 

twice a day.  Infected 

goats could appear quite 

healthy.  Testing and 

destruction of infected 

animals and boiling 

milk became  routine 

and the disease 

disappeared from 

military personnel, who drank only boiled milk. 

Some Maltese, however, continued to drink raw 

milk and eat cheese made from raw milk.  They 

continued to get the 

disease until centralised 

milk collection and 

pasteurization became 

established in 1938.  Since 

then, there have only been 

occasional small 

outbreaks in Malta.  

Today, the incidence of 

Brucellosis is about 

500,000 a year globally. 

Sir Temi also turned his 

attention to archaeological 

excavations.  As the first 

Director of the National Museum of 

Archaeology in Valletta, he introduced strict 

scientific techniques and detailed recording of 

finds. He completed the excavation of the 

Hypogeum and Gǩar Dalam and discovered many 

ancient tombs, especially around Rabat.  His most 

important work was the excavation of the 5000 year 

old Tarxien temple. 

Sir Temi was devoted to the Maltese language and 

wrote several stories in Maltese which were 

intended to be both entertaining and informative. 

For all these activities and more, Sir Temi is 

remembered as one of the most prominent Maltese 

citizens that ever lived.

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Robert Blythe is the grandson of 

our well known member, 

Emmanuel (Laurie) Spiteri , who 

passed away recently.  Robert 

attended several meetings with 

his grandfather and became a 

member of the MHA a year ago.  

He is a 27 year old plumber and 

a history enthusiast.  This is his 

first presentation to the MHA, so 

I am sure you will make him very 

welcome.  He sends us the 

following summary of his talk: 

During the last month of the 

Great Siege the situation was 

becoming grim for both forces. 

Food was in short supply and 

hospitals were overloaded with 

the sick and wounded. Medical 

supplies were running extremely 

low.  The Turks had combed the 

countryside, seeking food, and 

burned and destroyed what could 

not be carried away.   

However, finally on the 7
th

 of 

September Don Garcia landed 

with the Gran Soccorso, the 

relief army from Sicily, 

consisting of 8,000 men.  The 

Turks attempted to make a last 

effort to re-engage the defenders at Naxxar, They 

were driven back and retreated to their ships at St 

Paulôs Bay. The Gran Soccorso charged the 

retreating forces, which ultimately resulted in a 

massacre of the Turks and an end to the Siege. 

The psychological and physical effect which the 

Siege brought upon the local population was 

devastating. Malta lost a third of its population and 

the knights lost a third of their numbers. The towns 

of Birgu and Senglea had been completely 

destroyed. The countryside was littered with dead 

bodies and disease was rampant. 

Despite the devastation, the conclusion of the Great 

Siege marked a turning point for the Order and a 

defining moment for Malta, as 

it gave birth to its new capital 

city. The post Siege response 

from La Valette was to fortify 

Mount Sciberras, to deny the 

position to any future attacks 

from opposing forces.  

La Valette envisioned a city 

with impregnable fortifications 

and was able to appeal to the 

wealthy monarchs of Europe 

for funds, convincing them it 

was a necessary measure to 

ensure the safety of Europe 

from further threats of Turkish 

invasion. The construction of 

Valletta can therefore be 

interpreted as a direct result of 

the Great Siege. 

Pope Pius IV sent his military 

architect Francesco Laparelli 

to build the fortress city of 

Valetta. Laparelli adopted a 

grid plan for the city to allow 

for optimal sea breezes and 

designed an advanced drainage 

system.  

On the 28
th

 of March, 1566, 

Grandmaster La Valette laid 

the ceremonial foundation stone of Valetta. It was 

said by writer Giacomo Bosio that when the 

cornerstone was laid a group of Maltese elders said, 

'Jiǣi zmien li filwardija l-gholja sciberras kull xiber  

raba jiswa uqija' (In English, 'There will come a 

time when every piece of land  on Sciberras Hill 

will be worth its weight in gold".)   

Laparelli left Malta in 1569 to assist the papacy 

with their naval war against the Turks. His Maltese 

assistant Girolamo Cassar from Birgu continued the 

design and building of Valletta. 

Another result of the siege was the confirmation of 

the decision of the Order to stay in Malta and to 

abandon their plans to recapture Rhodes.    

MHA September  Lecture: 

The Aftermath of the Great Siege

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The Maltese Community and all those who knew 
him were deeply saddened by the loss of Laurie 

Spiteri, who passed away, aged 91, on 8
th

 August 

after a short illness.  He died peacefully, surrounded 

by his family. 

 Laurie Spiteri was 

born in Floriana in 

1924, the son of 

Benedetto and Maria. 

When he was 4 years 

old, his family moved 

to Hamrun. Young 

Laurie joined the Scout 

Movement. In 1940, he 

joined Maltaôs Own 

Regiment, telling his 

parents he was just a 

volunteer.  One of his 

jobs was guard duty, 

ensuring no-one came 

ashore unannounced.  One day, he noticed a pile of 

soaked civilian clothing on a beach.  He 

immediately reported it and within days a man was 

arrested with wireless equipment spying for the 

enemy! 

 

Laurie married Ivy Scicluna in 1948.  Two years 

later they migrated to Melbourne, Australia, with 

their first born child, Sydney, just under a year old. 

Their second child, Leslie was born in 1950, then, 

Rowland in 1951 and Desiree four years later. 

Laurie was blessed with nine grandchildren and 8 

great-grandchildren, to whom he was really close. 

In Malta, Laurie had been employed as a marine 

engineer.  Immediately on arrival in Melbourne he 

was offered a job at GMH at Fishermanôs Bend, 

then worked for ANA, later to be taken over by 

Ansett. In 1955 he joined the Australian airline, 

TAA, which later became Australian Airlines, 

before being sold to QANTAS for $1.00.  Three 

years after starting, Laurie qualified as an aircraft 

engineer. His son, Syd, also worked there and he 

describes how Laurie would tune the prop engines 

by ear, as was customary in those days.  Ivy became 

ill and Laurie took extended long service leave to 

care for her until she died in 1983. He retired in 

1987, aged 63, and has lived independently ever 

since. 

Once retired, Laurie could participate more fully in 

Community affairs. He had been heavily involved 

in raising funds for the building of the Maltese 

Community Centre in Parkville.  It now became a 

second home, where he was able to socialise, enjoy 

meals, attend functions and help others.   In 1978, 

he helped revitalise the Maltese Ex-Services 

Association of Victoria, after a period of inactivity 

following its initial formation in 1956. He has held 

an executive position ever since, including 

President since 2000.   

Laurie enjoyed organising the Maltese contingent 

of veterans and their families and regularly attended 

the annual ANZAC Day march in Melbourne. He 

led the Maltese Ex-Services Association of 

Victoria, which is also the Malta GC Returned 

Services League Sub-Branch, under a Maltese 

Emmanuel (Laurie) Spiteri 
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banner which bore the words ñWe served 1914-

1918, the Nurse of the Mediterranean, and 1939-

1945, the Unsinkable Aircraft Carrierò. 

As the 50th Anniversary of the Award of the 

George Cross in April 1942 approached, Laurie was 

a driving force in a committee to establish a 

monument in recognition of the sacrifice of the 

many Maltese who suffered and died during the war 

years. He held the positions of Secretary and 

Functions Organiser, with Nicholas Chircop as 

President, Frank Buǣeja as PRO and Joe 

Montebello as Project Manager. After many 

difficulties and much persistence, the monument 

was completed.  Every year, Laurie helped organise 

the Commemorative Mass and the laying of 

wreaths at the George Cross monument outside the 

Maltese Community Centre in Parkville.  

Laurie participated fully in activities and functions 

organised by the Maltese Community Council of 

Victoria.  He regularly attended their monthly 

Council meetings, representing the Maltese Ex-

Services Association of Victoria and frequently 

raising issues that needed to be dealt with.  Last 

April, in recognition of his great service to the 

community, he was presented with a Certificate of 

Appreciation by the MCCV. 

The last two issues that Laurie took up related to 

the ANZACs.  Australia Hall in Malta had been 

erected in World War I for the entertainment of the 

Australian forces but is now dilapidated.  Laurie 

took it upon himself to contact the Maltese and 

Australian authorities to see whether they would 

have it restored and sort out its ownership.  

In the ANZAC day parade in Melbourne, the 

Maltese contingent was traditionally placed second 

last.  Laurie pushed and won a place for the Maltese 

Veterans towards the front, right behind the British 

League.  This year he marched the whole distance, 

accompanied by his grandson, Robert. 

A quiet and gentle man, 

Laurie never boasted or 

promoted himself but he 

fought long and hard for 

what he believed in.  He 

always supported others 

and encouraged them 

with wise advice. A 

team player, he led by 

example.  Loved and 

respected by all he met, 

he was a true gentleman 

of the highest order.  

It is fitting that his 

funeral was held on the 

feast of the Assumption 

at the Maltese Community Centre in Parkville and 

that it was full of well wishers.  

He will be greatly missed.  May he Rest in Peace.
